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This is a film about a murder. The victim, a young woman gunned down 
at a bus stop in Berlin. The murderer is her brother. It is an ‘honour killing’ 
because Hatun Surucu lived ‘like a German’. In a remarkable and thought-
provoking series of interviews with the murderer, who is still in jail, his 
family and friends, the filmmakers explore the evidence behind the case. 
Through this highly personal testimony, a much more disturbing picture 
emerges - the harsh and uncomfortable reality that integration has failed 
and that Turks and Germans exist in ‘parallel societies’. Story telling and 
film-making at its best. 
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
